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The International Workshop is held by the Siberian Branch of the Russian
Academy of Sciences as a joint project with the Cambridge University, European
Science Foundation, "Boreas" Research Programme in Arctic Humanities under the
terms of the long-term cooperation programme on the complex comparative studies
of the circumpolarzone.

Leading European, Canadian, American and Russian researchers on Arctic
topics, mainly in the humanities and social sciences will participate in the Seminar.
The major topics for discussion are based on the issues of the most important
problems related to human occupation of this region from prehistory to modernity
including paleoclimate, genetics, cultural diversity, historical and contemporary
migrations and cross-cultural interactions at the local, regional and transnational
levels. The social-economic and demographic topics actual for Siberia within the
context of the global interactions of the North and South will be a special topic of
discussion at the Seminar. The Seminar is included into the programme of scientific
conferences of the Siberian Branch of the Russian Academy of Sciences for 2009.
Proceedings of the workshop will be published in a separate volume.
