REMAKKS MADE BY FIOFESSOR AHLMAN
OF THE UNIVERSITY OF STOCKHOLM,
SWLDEN

"I have been ootuplod for mony years with studies of the
Arctie, espocially arownd Sweden, Northcest Iccland and
Hortheast Oreenlsnd, Thore has beon definite climatic improve-
ment, espeeially in the last two decades. In Bpitzbergen the
improvement has been very rapld, The shipping secason on the
west ooast of S pitzborgen was three months nt the beginning
of the oentury and is now oight months, Informetion from the
Aretic Institute in Leningrad is corroborative. This climatie
wvariation in the Arctic constitutes a naturzl revelution. In
East Africe the level of Lake Victoria has gonc down seven foet
in the last ten years, and smell lokes have discppeareds It
locks as if this climatic chenge is o globul phenomens but
we oceonnot be sure before we havo detailed facts from the Antarctie
We may need to search cutside the earth for tho explancticn.
