Comparing European Countries: Multi-level, Cross-time
HumVIB Workshop, University of Hamburg, 16-17 December 2010

The overarching theme in the HumVIB research projects is cross-national and multilevel analysis of values, institutions and behaviour. After the training sessions on multilevel-analysis in Vienna and on spatial data analysis in Dublin, our next objective is to bring in the time dimension. Multilevel models exist for repeated cross-sectional as well as for panel data. The incorporation of time in the analysis of gender inequalities, the life course research, subjective well-being, welfare attitudes, and policy issues offers new valuable insights into cross-national research. By bringing together a critical mass of researchers who address dynamic longitudinal issues within the multi-level framework, the workshop aims at addressing two state-of-the-art methodological issues in current scholarly debates.
In this workshop, we expect the participants to present their own research involving some kind of longitudinal multilevel methodology and to comment on papers by other participants. In addition, we are pleased to announce that Tom Snijders (University of Oxford and University of Groningen), a leading internationally renowned expert on methodological issues, agreed to participate at the workshop and act as a discussant for the papers.
The aims of the workshop are:

(1) to discuss common problems and solutions in applying longitudinal methods to comparative research and multilevel modelling; 

(2) to exchange experiences on the analyses of the European Social Survey and other comparable data on European countries, as well as propose and discuss solutions developed in individual CRPs; 

(3) to improve the quality of the papers that are being produced in individual projects by presenting and discussing them with experts outside the own project;

(4) to discuss the implications for future research and dissemination.

This workshop is organized by the Equality project and is also open to researchers in other CRPs in the HumVIB Programme. The organizers warmly invite applications from the CRPs: WAE, VTAC, REPCONG, LIFETIMING and HAPPINESS. At least one presentation slot will be reserved for each CRP. CRPs may, if they wish, conduct some internal pre-selection to decide who should apply to participate at the workshop. The final list of participants will be selected by the organizers based on an extended abstract.
