
The European Science Foundation (ESF) was established in 1974 to provide a 
common platform for its Member Organisations to advance European 
research collaboration and explore new directions for research. It is an 
independent organisation, owned by 67 Member Organisations, which are 
research funding organisations, research performing organisations and 
academies from 29 countries. ESF promotes collaboration in research itself, in 
funding of research and in science policy activities at the European level. 
Currently ESF is reducing its research programmes while developing new 
activities to serve the science community, including peer review and 
evaluation services.
