Geosciences and Economics,
with a perspective view from
history - given the novelty of
their interrelations — and from
political science — given the
impact of the model outputs in
the public sphere. The
conference will gather together
speakers and attendees from
Europe, United States and Asia
in Porquerolles, one of the most
beautiful islands of the French
Riviera.
