Our conference "Quantum Optics VI" -Quantum Engineering  of Atoms and Photons, was held in Krynica, Poland June 13-18. We had 109 participants. We had 24 invited lectures, each lasting 45 minutes. We also had two poster sessions. 58 posters were presented. As planned, the talks and the posters covered many different aspects of quantum engineering. In particular we had a survey of recent advances, both experimental and theoretical of physics of cold atoms, reports of fundamental experiments with ions in a trap and an exhaustive description of the theoretical results in quantum information theory.

The financial support provided and acknowledged in our preconference booklet has been used to pay the full cost of participation in the meeting of all invited speakers, half of the cost of participation of all graduate students, 6 full grants extended to qualified  young Polish participants, partial administrative costs and partial cost of the travel of all invited speakers.
