Proposal Title: Preparation Final Book Publication for Broader Public

1) Summary (up to one page)
As one of the aims of the ENRI Research Networking programme, we are working on a final publication that integrates the questions solved and identified in our different publication lines in a way accessible to a broader audience. To this effect, corresponding authors - representing author themes contributing to distinct chapters – have provided raw texts to the editors, which are reshuffled and rewritten in view of the above ambition by Naomi van Steenbergen. 

The purpose of this meeting of the editorial team with a number of corresponding authors, was discussing face to face how this is proceeding – primarily whether the redaction thus far can get support and what should guide further editorial proceedings. 

The meeting was efficient, in particular for finding the appropriate book format as well as the best way of integrating different perspectives, approaches and opinions into a coherently written book that is at the same time accessible for a broader public. 
2) Description of the scientific content of and discussions at the event (up to four pages)
The central topics for this meeting were related to the writing and editing processes, as well as to the general publication strategy.

Despite general agreements on the need to act sustainably, the precise wordings as well as the underlying arguments for these agreements are somewhat different. Hence precise agreements have been made to ensure these differences are accepted, made explicit and compared to each other where necessary.

It was agreed that the editing process should aim at integrating the chapters, with respect for different author’s contributions – including the above mentioned different approaches. The general purpose of this book would be to inform a broader public about the variety of governance aspects related to a rights-based approach to long-term responsibility. The idea that sustainability should be discussed as a long-term responsibility in view of human rights has a multitude of non-technological dimensions. It has to deal with the epistemology of ecological scenarios, with international law, institutions, with the very idea of long-term responsibility, with personal motivation, economic recognition of such rights, with risk and uncertainty in the context of rights, with developing countries, with governance etc. The different chapters dealing with these topics will be integrated to the effect of showing how the logic of human rights sets normative conditions to each of these aspects.
A publication strategy was developed that seeks to publish with well-known publishing house while at the same time to ensure the book will be published as an affordable paperback. The expected publication date is set for end this or beginning next year.
