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SUMMARY
FISAC 2013, Fourth International Symposium on Adrenal Cancer, received a generous support from the European Science Foundation (ESF) and was held in Paris, Ecole du Val de Grâce,  on February 22-23, 2013. 
Co-partners were, the French National Institute of Cancer (INCa), the French Society of Endocrinology (SFE), NOVARTIS- IPSEN- and PFIZER laboratories. 
It gathered 167 participants, mainly from Europe and the Americas, and also Africa, Far and Middle East, Australia/Oceania. 
Forty-one oral presentations (including seven selected Short Communications from young investigators), and 34 posters addressed animal models, diagnostic tests and new biomarkers, hereditary syndromes and new susceptibility genes, advances in therapeutic targets and clinical trials, pathological diagnosis, patient management, tumor biology, tumor imaging and innovative imaging. Early results from ENS@T-directed studies were shown. A Plenary Lecture by Peter Van Loo, from the Cancer Genome Project, at the Sanger Institute, Cambridge, was an outstanding lesson on the complexity of tumor biology and heterogeneity. 
FISAC 2013 allowed establishing exchange and collaborative projects between international teams, young and experimented researchers. 
SCIENTIFIC CONTENT 
FISAC 2013 is the Fourth International Symposium on Adrenal Cancer, succeeding to the three previous ones, in Ann Arbor, Michigan, in 2003 and 2008, and Wuerzburg, Germany, in 2011. 
The European Science Foundation, which actively supports ENS@T (the European Network for the Study of @drenal Tumors, through a dedicated RNP) gave a generous financial support to FISAC 2013 (see financial report). 
Objectives of FISAC meetings
Because it is a rare disease, research on Adrenal Cancer is organized primarily through National and International Networks. European teams have a long tradition in collective studies in the field and have been able to obtain substantial financial supports from institutional bodies like the European Science Foundation. 
As the Coordinator of the Steering Committee of the ESF-ENS@T-RNP, Xavier Bertagna had proposed and obtained that the FISAC 2013 be held in Paris with a major support from ESF (see report from ESF ENS@T Steering Committee Duiven 2011). 

A local Organizing Committee was constituted with Xavier Bertagna, Rossella Libé (Coordinator of ESF-ENS@T), and Eric Baudin (IGR, Institut Gustave Roussy).
The purpose of the ISACs is to promote research and facilitate collaboration and the sharing of materials, information and expertise among investigators, scientists and clinicians interested in Adrenal Cortical carcinomas. 

Participants
This symposium attracted a record attendance of 167 participants from 20 countries. 45 speakers or chairpersons, 47 guests and 6 exhibitors were invited and 69 delegates participated at their own expense, including one journalist. 
Participants were from European Union (138), North America (14), South America (10), Australia/Oceania (3), Africa (1) and Europe outside European Union (1).

The themes of the presentations were: animal models, diagnostic tests and new biomarkers, hereditary syndromes and new susceptibility genes, advances in therapeutic targets and clinical trials, pathological diagnosis, patient management, tumor biology, tumor imaging and innovative imaging. 
Early results from ENSAT-Cancer program were part of the meeting.
