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Proposal Title: 16th European Social Cognition Network Meeting

1) Summary (up to one page)

The annual Transfer of Knowledge Conference (TKC) is the major activity within the ESF Research Network Programme ESCON 2. The conference took place in Louvain-la-Neuve, Belgium, September 03-07, 2014. The total number of participants was 97 including Steering Committee members and Keynote Speakers. The conference was organized with the organizational support of the Psychological Sciences Research Institute (IPSY) of the Université catholique de Louvain and the Belgian National Found for Scientific Research. The main goal of the Conference was to provide a forum for the transfer of knowledge in Social Cognition for about 100 junior and senior researchers (Ratio 71/29). Specifically, this conference was designed to facilitate knowledge transfer regarding new scientific advances, supporting the training of new generation of scientists in Social Cognition. The Conference provided a platform for the transfer of knowledge and training, promotion, and networking of PhD students in social cognition, and we believe facilitated the development of novel theoretical and empirical syntheses that will lead to groundbreaking research. Each presenter gave a 20 min presentation in one of the 28 thematic sessions chaired by a convener, followed by a 10 min exchange and discussion session.
In addition the 2014 TKC included 3 “State of the Art” lectures by renewed experts in Social Cognition and related fields, which offered expert overviews of a particular topic or an integration with other elated disciplines. The keynote speakers invited to the 2014 TKC in Louvain-la-Neuve were Esther Pappies (Utrecht University, The Netherlands), Roger Giner-Sorolla (University of Kent, UK), and Jeroen Vaes (University of Trento, Italy). A plenary session was also dedicated to the presentation of the research from this year’s winner of the Best Paper Award: Tom Damen (Radbout Universiteit Nijmegen, The Netherlands). 
2) Description of the scientific content of and discussions at the event (up to four pages)
During the TKC, 28 parallel thematic sessions were organized. The complete program can be found at the end of this document. During the selection process of the participants and also the planning of thematic sessions we aimed to cover most the major themes in Social Cognition research. The last presenter in each session convened the session. The convener’s role was to coordinate the discussion stimulated by each work. Each participant presented his/her work in a 20 minutes talk followed by 10 minutes periods for feedback, questions, and debate.  We also secured free time slots aimed at stimulating more spontaneous scientific exchanges between participants.

3) Assessment of the results and impact of the event on the future directions of the field (up to two pages)

The TKC 2014 was the last edition of the ESCON2 conference series. We were initially somewhat uncertain about the financial feasibility of the conference but are delighted that we managed to organize it with a tight budget, and in excellent conditions. The service provided by the hotel, the Ibis-Style in Louvain-la-Neuve, was excellent and offered a remarkable quality/price ratio. 
The outcomes of TKC 2014 are convergent with those of the 15 previous editions. The TKC series offers a unique opportunity for researchers coming for various European countries (15 countries were involved in this edition, including Baltic countries – i.e., Norway, Finland -, Eastern countries – i.e., Czech Republic, Poland - and Southern countries – i.e., Portugal, Cyprus) to share their research interests and receive personalized feedbacks on their research achievements. The quality of the TKC 2014 conference was amazing, with top-notch contributions from various fields of social cognition and social neurosciences. The TKC 2014 was a truly vibrant forum for presenting one’s research and exchanging on advanced theories and methods.  The primary outcome of the conference thus is related to the transfer of advanced knowledge on recent social cognition developments.
The conference also allowed for many interpersonal contacts between researchers working in various European countries and thus contributed to fostering an integrated scientific networking at the European level. As already mentioned, this networking involved junior and more senior researchers working in various sub-fields of social cognition. Lunches, dinners, free time slots midday or in the evening (including a social outing that followed the farewell dinner) provided ideal opportunities for fostering social and scientific exchanges between participants. Based on the experience of the previous TKCs, we are confident that several new international research collaborations stem from this 16th TKC edition, and that these collaborations will find their way in premium peer-review research publications. 
It is also worth noting that four plenary sessions were organized during this TKC. One of these was devoted to the Best Paper award lecture, this year awarded to Tom Damen (The Netherlands). The Best Paper award consists of a symbolic recognition of younger participants’ scientific achievements. They aim at contributing to the visibility of the awardees, who get the attention from the whole plenary audience. Best Paper awards also contribute to the resume of doctoral students, and thus increase their visibility and competitiveness in the context of international funding calls. The other three plenary sessions involved lectures by mid-career researchers and were aimed at addressing research contents of transversal interest. Roger Giner-Sorolla (UK) gave a talk on new ethic standards implemented in social cognition and in social psychology. Jeroen Vaes (Italy) gave a talk concerned with the sexual objectification of women. Esther Pappies (The Netherlands) provided an integrative talk concerned with eating behaviour. The three talks proved extremely inspiring and stimulating and generated a lot of discussions during free time slots. 
Finally, the steering committee met and discussed options for a continued organization of the ESCON series. Participants to the ESCON TKCs have been extremely enthusiastic about the incomparable quality and usefulness of this conference series (learning, emergence of new collaborations, publications, scientific visibility, scientific networking at the European level, socialization to high scientific standards). Most participants would actually agree that the ESCON TKS series was actually of higher scientific standards and interest than that to be found in larger US conferences. We (the European social cognition network community) are all very motivated to find ways of ensuring a sustained organization of this series.
