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1. Summary

The second Annual Meeting of the European Social Cognition Network 2 (Escon 2, Transfer of Knowledge Meeting) as well as the Steering Committee Meeting took place in Gothenburg, Sweden, from August 25th to August 29th. The aim of the Annual meeting was to facilitate the training of a new generation of European scientists in the field of social cognition. Altogether, 122 participants attended the meeting of whom 66 were graduate and PhD students and 47 were young post-docs and senior researchers in the area of Social Cognition. Participants came from 16 European partners of ESF: Austria, Belgium, Czech republic, Cyprus, Denmark, Finland, Germany, Ireland, Lithuania, the Netherlands, Norway, Poland, Portugal, Sweden, Switzerland, and United Kingdom. In addition, United States was represented by six participants.
The meeting fulfilled two important goals. One was to exchange the most recent scientific findings in the field of social cognition. The other was to provide a platform for young researchers to present their research and receive feedback from experts in the field.

Besides presentations from European members, the meeting also included presentations in plenary form by two distinguished American researchers: Cristina Bicchieri, University of Pennsylvania and Alexander Todorov, Princeton University. They were each accompanied by two of their PhD students who also presented their research. The participation of the American guests was financed by the National Science Foundation, USA. Additional plenary presentations were given by Neil Macrae, University of Aberdeen, and Peter Juslin, University of Uppsala.
2. Description of the scientific content of and discussion at the event.

Participants came from 16 European partners of ESF: Austria, Belgium, Czech republic, Cyprus, Denmark, Finland, Germany, Ireland, Lithuania, the Netherlands, Norway, Poland, Portugal, Sweden, Switzerland, and United Kingdom. In addition, United States was represented by six participants.

The Parallel and plenary sessions

In total, there were 95 presentations in four parallel sessions. The total number of sessions was 21, where each session was convened by an invited expert. The role of the convenor was to coordinate a 10 minutes discussion that followed each 20 minutes presentation.
