Proposal Title: NeDiMAH Steering Committee Meeting 13th November 2014 – Zagreb, Croatia

Application Reference N°: 5700
1) Summary (up to one page) The NeDiMAH Network researches the practice of, and evidence for, advanced ICT methods in the arts and humanities across Europe. The Network holds a Steering Committee (SC) meeting each year which brings together the representatives of the 14 Member Organisations in NeDiMAH, in order to discuss the previous years’ activities and to plan future network events and outputs. The 2014 meeting took place in Zagreb. 19 people were present: representatives, work group leaders and ESF members.
2) Description of the scientific content of and discussions at the event (up to four pages)

During the meeting, work of the project was discussed, and decisions were reached as noted in the minutes. Here are the most important points:
The Chair presented a summary of NeDiMAH activities undertaken since the last SC meeting and introduced several documents relating to this work.  The summary of network progress included reporting on 8 activities since the last SC meeting, 5 activities are planned and announced with open calls on the NeDiMAH website, and a further 6 in development and to be announced imminently.  The Chair noted that three activities have been proposed to be organised using currently unallocated funds from the NeDiMAH budget (see minute items 4.12 and 6.2).  The publications schedule and budget for the network was introduced (see minutes item 4.13).  The Chair noted that activities suggested at the network’s mid-term review have happened, others have been planned and others are in development.  The progress of the two Cross-Team Working Groups was recorded, and their efforts in bringing together the outputs and activities of the individual working groups (WG) were outlined. 

Some WGs have experienced challenges. WG5 has been affected by illness, but its work has been taken forward by other colleagues and its activities have worked well to further collaborations with CLARIN. The Chair reported that reports on activities of the WGs (minute items 4.2-4.9) offer a snapshot of DH practice in Europe, that work on the primary digital output of the network- the methods taxonomy/ontology is progressing well in collaboration with the Digital Curation Unit (DCU) and activities with CLARIN and will build existing taxonomy work in the digital humanities. 

The publications schedule and budget presents a good range of outputs by scholars and researchers working at the cutting edge of digital humanities.  The Chair acknowledged that WG members have already published material related to NeDiMAH activities and reminded WG Chairs to supply citations for any such publications to the Co-ordinators as soon as possible so they can be advertised on the NeDiMAH website.  

The Chair noted upcoming NeDiMAH events including workshops on Multi Modal Communication; an API workshop; Downstream from the Digital Humanities II; ontology workshops; and the collaborative CLARIN event.  Three concrete proposals have been received requesting funding from unallocated funds.  The requirements for the Final Report of the network (due in July 2015) have been circulated for information and to raise awareness among WG chairs and SC members of the kind of information that will be required of them in the coming months.  The Chair presented visualisations of the locations of and demographics features of participants of NeDiMAH events, and an overview of data about NeDiMAH activities created by co-ordinators LR and AC. This data will populate the lower level of the Methods Ontology.

There was discussion on upcoming, approved activities, and those in development and in the process of being submitted.  The Schools activity on digital editing was discussed, including the potential content of this work, and how online training materials could be created to cover key skills in this area.  SS raised potential collaboration on this with the TEI in digital scholarly edition (Erasmus Plus) activity.  The group agreed that the activity would complement the activity by WG6 in Grenoble.  

LH discussed the manuscript workshop proposed by the mid-term review. This was being organised by LH, Andrew Prescott and Claudine Moulin.  It will take place in Spring 2014.  

Two schools events have been approved by the SC for Romania and Bulgaria in lieu of the existing line item in budget “graduate student conference with DARIAH and CLARIN”. 

These events will be developed by the national representatives for Bulgaria and Romania, and proposals circulated to the SC. The available funding for each is euros 5,000 for travel, subsistence, and accommodation. 

JS asked for dates 23/25 March.  It was proposed that the Romanian and Bulgarian workshops should complement each other. 

It was suggested that the activities should be focussed so that attendees who are newcomers to DH methods can take home a method or practice after the event to ensure they have a legacy. 

The Chair reported that two additional proposals have been received for additional activities funded by currently unallocated funds- from Martin Wynne (with CLARIN) and Adrianna Cuila.  Both activities address items raised at the network’s Mid-Term Review and were proposed to include students and early career researchers as participants. 

The Chair reported that there is €23,102 of unallocated funding available to cover the above proposed activities and the final network event. The group discussed the potential audience for the final event and agreed that it would be difficult to structure an event which catered for two distinct cohorts: policy makers/representatives of wider research infrastructures, and early career researchers/students.  It was agreed that it should be aimed at policy makers. 

Following confirmation of the Budget for 2014-15 by Chantal Durant (CD, at ESF) the budget for 2014-15, prepared by the Chair and Co-ordinators and circulated to the SC was agreed.

Following discussion, the group agreed that the remaining unallocated budget of €23,102 would be best used with a single, larger final network event.  This meant that the two proposals from unallocated funds will not be funded.

The Chair reported that short visits were removed from budget last year and proposed that they are put back in to assist colleagues with the process of publication preparation, etc.  The Chair asked JKH whether any money allocated to short visits that remained unspent could be reallocated and used later for the final network event.
