1) Purpose of the visit
The purpose of this short visit was first and foremost to share experience on salmon genomics and conservation between me and the Primmer host lab. By coupling our shared interests with our different backgrounds, it was the aim to establish a relationship that will allow fruitful future collaborations.
2) Description of the work carried out during the visit
It was a short and intense visit, where I spend two full days with the host. First, I personally gave two seminar talks to the group and the overall department. These talks served to efficiently disseminate my background and expertise to all members of the host group. In between talks I had individual meetings with Prof. Craig Primmer and many lab members to discuss ongoing projects as well as potential future collaborations. I further got help and inspiration from lab members to some of my ongoing data analyses which were very helpful.
   
3) Description of the main results obtained

Due to the brevity of the visit, the main outcome was the established trust and relationship that is likely to foster future fruitful collaborations. Shared interests and ideas were discovered and discussed; these are likely to lead to joint proposals in the future. Such future collaborations will be facilitated by the strengthened relationship and promise to enrich both research groups in the future.
4) Future collaboration with host institution (if applicable)

In particular, a shared interest in future aquaculture based genomics projects were identified. Improved aquaculture practices will also lead to better conservation of wild populations by allowing smaller quotas for endangered populations of wild salmon. I have already enacted some activity within the field of aquaculture in Denmark, researchers at the host group also has some ongoing work – this topic in particular, appears as a strong topic laying the foundation for future collaborations incl. other EU partners.
