Proposal Title: B cell activating factor of the TNF family in the idiopathic inflammatory myopathies

1) Purpose of the visit
Between the 2nd and 11th July 2013 I was working  at  histochemistry and human laboratory in Center for Molecular Medicine (CMM 04), Rheumatology Unit, Karolinska University Hospital, Solna, Stockholm, under the hosting of prof. Ingrid Lundberg MD, PhD. The visit was supported by travel grant from European Science Foundation.

Within the common project between our myositis groups in the field of the role of B cell activating factor of the TNF family (BAFF) in the idiopathic inflammatory myopathies, we have studied the expression of the receptors for BAF  in muscle tissue of patients with myositis and its relations to anti-Jo-1 or anti-Ro52 autoantibodies (anti-Jo-1/anti-Ro Abs) and markers of the type I interferon (IFN) pathway. 
The purpose of the visit was to read and interpret staining of muscle tissue in the laboratory of CMM at Karolinska Institutet together with Paulius  Venalis, PhD under supervision of prof. Ingrid Lundberg, MD, PhD and Assoc. prof. Vivianne Malmström PhD.


2) Description of the work carried out during the visit
Together with Paulius Venalis and Eva Lindroos we reviewed all biopsy samples from included  myositis patients, double stained with combination of receptors and lineage specific B and plasma cell markers for confocal microscopy. 
   
3) Description of the main results obtained

All patient samples except one, showed expected specific double positivity, without strong background. The proper frozen serial sections of this patient were restained with a good result. Because of breakdown of APC laser, the confocal microscopy was postponed and overview photographs with laser microscope were done. The schedule for confocal microscopy and draft for figures to manuscript and supplementary data were prepared.
4) Future collaboration with host institution (if applicable)

During the stay in CMM04; I was also introduced to Flow cytometry staining, acquisition and analysis of myoblast lineage cells by PhD student Jayesh Pandya for a project of Martin Klein from the Prague Institute of Rheumatology. The aim was to see the correct set up of flow cytometer CyAn for analysis of such cell lines. I brought to Prague protocol and FlowJo analysis of acquired samples.
