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Report of collaborative visit Katsos to Grosse
In this visit Katsos visited Dr Grosse at the Max Planck Institute for Evolutionary Anthropology in Leipzig. The visit had two aims, (A) to discuss with Dr Grosse and her colleagues how children develop their pre-requisite for Gricean inferencing, such as co-operativity, sensitivity to their interlocutors’ epistemic state and the attribution and monitoring of intentions, and (B) to design a study which would test whether young children are sensitive to the maxim of informativeness.

Both aims have been achieved. Dr Grosse and Katsos designed two studies aiming to investigate if 3-year-old children are sensitive to informativeness. The studies differ in their complexity and the likelihood that older or younger children will succeed with them. The studies will be piloted in Leipzig in May 2010 and once the final form of the paradigm is confirmed, it will be run in Cambridge and in the Max Planck Institute at the University of Manchester in the UK.
