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Report of collaborative visit Katsos to Grosse
In accordance with our stated aims, in this visit Katsos worked with Dr Grosse, Mrs Conny Schultz, and Professor Michael Tomasello at the Max Planck Institute for Evolutionary Anthropology in Leipzig in order to pilot the design they developed in previous collaborations on how children develop their pre-requisite for Gricean inferencing, such as co-operativity, sensitivity to their interlocutors’ epistemic state and the attribution and monitoring of intentions. Data from the pilot study were collected and analysed, and the final form of the paradigm was confirmed. It was agreed that further participants will be tested in Leipzig as well as in Cambridge over the summer of 2010. The outline for a grant application to the UK Economic and Social Research Council was laid. This application will be finalised in a future meeting and will lay the foundations for a long-term project.
