To establish the grounds and explore possibilities for future applications by a (sub-set) of the NetWords consortium in the new EU Horizon2020 research Programme.

3) Description of the main results obtained

The Austrian and NTNU group converged on a topic of a possible Horizon2020 project application. The working title is: "Integration vs. assimilation in early bilingual language acquisition"
The plan is to submit under the Reflective Societies 2-2015 Call (now open) to be submitted January 7, 2015. This  scope of this specifc topic is the multilingual nature of European heritage and its transmission across generations and borders. The focus is on linguistic, cultural and political memories or imaginaries, including both tangible and intangible heritage (e.g., language).


4) Future collaboration with host institution (if applicable)

The plan is to hold a preparatory meeting in Vienna in spring 2014 involving key actors in the application.

Vulchanova and Dressler agreed to work on a joint paper analysing data and results collected by Vulchanova's group on German as L2 for a young talented child.

Vulchanova has agreed to provide support and expertise in the area of dyslexia and Working memory to members of Prof. Dressler's group, including a current PhD student.

Prof. Dressler and his group have agreed to host one of Prof. Vulchanova's PhD students currently working on data from early L1 German.
