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1) Purpose of the visit
This visit was aimed at an immersion in the field of psycholinguistics and neurolinguistics, with a special emphasis on the processing of compounding. Given the attention that compounding is receiving from a psychocentric perspective (see Libben 2014 for an overview), I consider it suitable to delve in the aforementioned areas to fully understand the factors involved in the understanding of these units. Globally speaking, the objective of this project is to analyse the variables that favour or constraint the processing of compound words, for which we resort to a corpus-derived list of units through which the variables affecting this morphological process will be studied. 


2) Description of the work carried out during the visit
During my stay the bases have been set for the investigation, and the initial stages of the route map to be followed have been worked out. In particular, I have become familiarised with the essential methodological procedures and work preceding experiments with patients, for example in relation to the selection of words, fillers and non-words. I have learnt about the specific software required for online experiments, and we have decided on some of the characteristics of the patients in the study.
Following on-site discussion, it has also been decided to make this a cross-linguistic rather than English-oriented study, given the very interesting potential of a comparison between certain linguistic features in specific languages. This has implied a selection of an appropriate corpus which is applicable to the languages in question.

   
3) Description of the main results obtained

The time spent in Patras has resulted in a number of methodological decisions, as described in section 2, as well as in a in-depth review of the literature on compound processing which was of help in order to choose a path for our investigation (Arcara et al. 2014, Duñabeitia et al. 2007, 2009). Subsequently, and bearing in mind the previous work at the host institution (e.g. Manoulidou et al. 2009, 2012), the essential points of our work were outlined (see section 2).
4) Future collaboration with host institution (if applicable)

An ongoing collaboration is a requisite for the success of the aforementioned experiment, therefore contact with Dr. Manouilidou will be necessary in the near future. The preparation of the theoretical background of our experiment is to be finished, the material for the experiments has to be selected and the experiments themselves need to be carried out. This means that visits will no doubt take place in the forthcoming months in relation to these tasks.
We also contemplate our joint participation in international scientific events through the delivery of a paper or through the preparation of a workshop in order to disseminate the results obtained.

5) Projected publications / articles resulting or to result from the grant (ESF must be acknowledged in publications resulting from the grantee’s work in relation with the grant)
A journal article is expected to be published based on the experiments described here, but it is difficult to provide details as of now due to the early stages of our work.
