1) Purpose of the visit
The main purpose of the visit was to discusse the subject, structure and main goals of the chapter that will be published in the final Networds publication. The visit aimed to gather four coauthors of the prospective chapter. 
2) Description of the work carried out during the visit
During the visit coauthors discussed main issues regarding the scope, structure and goals of the prospective chapter. During the visit collaborators have  already single out some of tha main theoretical, methodlogical, terminological and analytical issues that they consider as backbones of the future chapter. The first draft of the future chapter with main chapters and sections has been already systematized.

Co-authors agreed that the chapter should problematize the theoretical notion of lexical item, highlight similarities and differences across theories in terms of basic assumptions, priorities, and modelling types, point to critical issues and challenges of contemporary lexical semantics, show the importance of an integrated of different types of evidence.
