Proposal Title: Lexical Semantics - Book chapter

1) Purpose of the visit
The visit aimed to coordinate the drafting of a multi-author chapter entitled ‘Structural, cognitive, and distributional issues in lexical semantics’ in the planned book ‘A cross-disciplinary guide to the mental lexicon’, edited by I. Plag, W.U. Dressler, and V. Pirrelli. The applicant was to meet with professor Carita Paradis, the host, professor Ida Raffaelli, and professor Alessandro Lenci, to make up a writing team with distinct theoretical viewpoints and specialist competencies. These approaches are meant to complement each other, with the aim of suggesting novel perspectives through the dialogue between different assumptions and methodologies. The visit had a crucial importance for the writing project, as the only occasion for direct face-to-face discussion in the process leading up to the final draft. Specific goals were: defining a chapter outline, divide the writing task, and agree on a roadmap with precise dates for intermediate drafts, discussion, revision, and delivery.


2) Description of the work carried out during the visit
The writing team worked for the two full days (March 9-10), meeting on each day at 9.00 am in the Centre for Languages and Literatures and leaving at 6.30 pm, with a lunch break of about one hour. Preparatory discussions had already provided a broad outline of the topic to be covered and of the purpose of the chapter in the context of the planned book. On this basis, the team elaborated a detailed structure for the chapter, with a clear indication of the topics to be dealt with in each of the four chapter parts envisaged (introduction plus three parts). A roadmap was agreed, with a first partial draft (for the first two parts) due in November, and the time up to June 2016 for collective revisions and writing of the remaining part.   
3) Description of the main results obtained

(1) Explicit statement of the goals to be achieved by this chapter, to be incorporated in the introduction. (2) Detailed division of the work, for each writer, down to subheadings of each of the first two parts of the chapter. (3) List of topics to discuss in part 3. (4) Detailed roadmap up to June 2016, with first deliverables in November 2015. (5) Plans for a second meeting in Dublin in November 2015.
