1) Purpose of the visit
Delivering paper entitled: "Prague´s Belvederes and Loggias: Two Faces of Recreational Architecture of the Imperial City" at the international PALATIUM conference "Looking for Leisure: Court Residences and their Satellites, 1400-1700," which took place in Prague, 5 - 7 June 2014. The conference was co-organized by the Institut of Art History, Academy of Sciences of the Czech Republic, Prague and Masaryk University, Brno.
2) Description of the work carried out during the visit
Papers delivered at the conference centred on the satelites to the European residential buildings in given period (1400-1700), including villas, summer houses, huntig lodges, casinos, and belvederes. A great variety of forms and usages of these recreational buildings was presented and questions of their architectural development, social meaning and mutual relations addressed. My paper "Prague´s Belvederes and Loggias: Two Faces of Recreational Architecture of the Imperial City" explored two ways of "looking for leisure" in Prague of the sixteenth and seventeenth century: (1) A group of the roof belveders ones topping the Prague´s houses in both the Lesser Town and Hradčany, was presented. (2) A couple of documented casinos, enriched with a loggia opening onto the gardens in the Lesser Town represented another way of recreational architecture which became popular since the beginng of the seventeenth century. Other papers, delivered at the conference, showed similar small buildings used in other lands. Louise Stewart´s lecture was dealing with such places used for sugar parties in England during the sixteeenth century, Martina Frank´s paper presented a large group of Venetian casinos, and Michele Danieli´s lecture concentrated on the casino to the Farnese palace in Piacenza.
   
3) Description of the main results obtained

The PALATIUM Colloquium, held in Prague, offered a great scope of forms and meanings applied to the recreational architecture built throughout the centuries in different places of Europe. It demonstrated that an ambitious structures, such as villa Neugebäude near Vienna, were complemented by buildings the architecture of which could have been of very modest form.

As a Czech born scholar and recipient of a Grant Agency of the Czech Republic grant I would stay in close contact with the colleagues from the Institut of Art History, Prague.
