1) Purpose of the visit
In the first week of June 2014 a short visit was made to the university of Southampton (UK), a TRACE partner, to combine and analyse the data from a process evaluation with both quantitative and qualitative data collection conducted alongside the GRACE INTRO trial  (Southampton undertook the quantitative data collection) and to write a draft of the article.  
2) Description of the work carried out during the visit
A protocol was written to cover the process for drawing together data and results from the different studies of the GRACE INTRO process evaluation.  A summary was made from the main results from each data set. Each researcher individually (Sarah Tonkin Crine - University of Southampton-, Kerenza Hood - Cardiff University, Sibyl Anthierens - University of Antwerp) compared the data across data sources and coded areas of convergence.  In a next step the convergence codes were talked through with the different researchers.  A plan was made for the next steps.
   
3) Description of the main results obtained

Mapping of the results and the convergence assessment was performed.  Key differences have been identified, but need further exploration. This was done in the following weeks. An outline for the article is in preparation. Topics for further research in this area have been identified.
4) Future collaboration with host institution (if applicable)

Since both the host institution (University of Southampton) and the other partner in this project (Cardiff University) are both TRACE partners, we envisage continued collaboration. Especially, since we have identified new topics for collaborative research.
5) Projected publications / articles resulting or to result from the grant (ESF must be acknowledged in publications resulting from the grantee’s work in relation with the grant)
One of the main outcomes of this short visit is the publication of an international peer-reviewed research paper in a journal with similar focus as TRACE.
